MINUTES

First Plenary Session - Fifth Day, Fourth Month, Day 2, 2015 - 4:15 p.m.

Friends gathered and settled into worshipful, attentive silence to begin the first plenary session.

Seated at the Clerk’s table for this and subsequent sessions were Phoebe Andersen, (Tallahassee MM),
Yearly Meeting (YM) clerk; Joel Cook, (Palm Beach MM), Assistant clerk; and Jan Dahm and Lisa Erazmus,
(Tampa MM), Recording co-clerks.

Assistant clerk read from the following:

The agenda was reviewed with corrections as necessary.

The Assistant clerk made the general announcements: Pastoral Care is available from Worship and
Ministry; see Clara Diaz for further information. ProNica Mother’s Day cards are available for purchase.
Vintage Circus McGurkis t-shirts are available for purchase.

Prior to the Nominating Committee report, clerk spoke to the body of the gift and weight of the work of
Nominating Committee, again asking Friends to remain open to the Spirit in their discernment of serving
Yearly Meeting.

Susan Taylor, clerk of Nominating Committee gave the preliminary report from Nominating Committee
(in Documents in Advance). Susan introduced her report with the following:

“A spiritual life rises from a journey inward, and a journey outward. The inward journey
requires an understanding of oneself, an engagement with God, and a commitment to one’s
community. The outward journey is one’s servanthood to the wider world...we ask of our
members: ‘What are your gifts that can minister to your communities?’” (Elizabeth O’Connor,
original member of the Church of the Savior in Washington D.C. as quoted by Perry
Treadwell in Spiritual Discernment with the Nominating Process - Friends Journal, December
1999). Perry Treadwell goes on to describe Friends’ ministry as ‘service in every aspect of our
lives’...”

The SEYM Nominating Committee seeks to discern the gifts of Friends and whether those
gifts might be offered in service within our yearly meeting. We thank the many Friends who
are currently serving, or who are able and willing to serve within our yearly meeting. We
continue to discern on open positions, including the leadership positions of Interim
Business Meeting (IBM) and Executive Committee (EC) clerk; Recording clerk or co-clerks for
IBM and EC; Gathering Committee clerk/co-clerks; and clerk or convener of the Youth
Committee. We also seek other members for the Committee for Ministry on Racism, Finance
Committee, Youth Committee, and the Gathering Committee. Finally, we seek a Friend to
represent SEYM on the Friends General Conference (FGC) Central Committee and one as a
once-a-year observer to the Friends United Meeting (FUM) General Board. We trust in divine
guidance and do not beg or twist arms.

Sometimes our work on the Nominating Committee feels like a cooperative game I played
years ago: The Amoeba. People in a small group (e.g. the Nominating Committee) within a
larger group would hold hands or link arms and run after and encircle others in the group,
who would join with the original group and encircle others. This continued until everyone
was together. There was a lot of laughter and sometimes screaming. The Nominating
Committee asks other Friends to join us in our discernment and so on. It seems at times
that Friends shy away from us when they see us coming. I learned in the Nonviolence and
Children Program of Philadelphia Yearly Meeting that cooperative games help us to connect,
lighten up and expand our thinking- so the benefits of playing extend beyond the game.
Please continue to join in this Godly play and let us know the gifts you have discerned that
others might bring to SEYM - a win-win celebration.

The various names of those who are being brought forward to fill various positions were
read. Most of these are in DIA.

This session closed with silent worship.

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Second Plenary Session - Fifth Day, Fourth Month, Day 2, 2015 + 7:00 p.m.

Friends gathered and settled into worshipful, attentive silence to begin the second plenary session.

Assistant clerk announced that the Healing Center in the conference room in Building 3 will be open
Sixth and Seventh Day from 3-5 pm. It was requested that those participating in Worship Sharing arrive
at their groups by 8:55 a.m. to allow for settling in to worship. A reminder that the Trustees are meeting

at 8:15 p.m.

Clerk welcomed Friends and visitors not previously introduced.

First reading of action minutes from SEYM committees and representatives:

Mary Jo Klingel (Ft. Lauderdale MM) presented the first reading of a minute from the Earthcare
Committee for a Field Secretary for approval on Seventh Day. This minute has been a real labor of love
on the part of the committee, has been seasoned by monthly meetings of SEYM for a year, and is being

brought forward at these YM sessions for approval:

The Earthcare Committee of SEYM solicited and received input from individuals and
Monthly Meetings on the Proposed Minute for Field Secretary for Earthcare (FSE), Dec. 18,
2014. The Committee has considered all comments, written and spoken, and after much
discernment, made major revisions to the principle Minute, and added two supporting
documents which address specific questions of the role of FSE and funding. We feel
confident that we have given each comment appropriate attention and response. Comments,
as specific as a single word, were considered and, for example, “oversight” was changed to
“supervision.” In some cases, such as capitalization questions were left untouched as in the
case of “Testimonies.” In the former there was substantive connotative difference. In the
latter, it was felt to be a question of personal preference and did not impact substance.
Comments that required no direct response such as “... talk to ProNica about how they fund
raise...” were recorded and folded into the Financial document in a more general manner.
Some of the ideas will be addressed by the Earthcare Committee pending approval of the
position and have been addressed generally for now in the additional documents. So, for
example, some suggestions for criteria for selection of the individual where set aside until
approval and will fall into the supervisory work of the Earthcare Committee. The Earthcare
Committee (EC) has the sense that the overall response to the proposal for Field Secretary
for Earthcare has been favorable and that with the additional attachments we are
submitting, all current comments, concerns, and questions have been addressed. The
Committee also has to acknowledge that some of the work must unfold over time, through
implementation, if there is approval of the position. To this end, the Committee requested
from the SEYM Finance Committee additional money, contingent upon Minute approval, to
support the additional work that will come as a way opens for the role. At the Winter
Interim Business Meeting, Warren Hoskins, Peace and Social Concerns Committee clerk
(Miami MM), gave the report for Peace and Social Concerns and brought forward a minute
from their meeting supporting the Earthcare Committee’s Minute for Field Secretary for
Earthcare:

The Earthcare Committee of SEYM has brought forward a proposed Minute for an
SEYM Field Secretary for Earthcare, which is being seasoned. SEYM Peace and Social
Concerns Commiittee sees this as a seasoned minute and supports the SEYM Earthcare
Committee process. We request that every SEYM monthly meeting gather in worship
and seek unity in moving forward with this proposal. The Earthcare Committee will
bring this Minute forward for approval at Yearly Meeting sessions, 4/1-4/5.

The Earthcare Committee senses that Peace and Social Concerns’ minute of support
encapsulates the place the process is at now.

Proposed Minute for Field Secretary for Earthcare, December 18, 2014

The region encompassed by the Southeastern Yearly Meeting is one of the most vulnerable
and environmentally sensitive areas susceptible to the effects of Climate Change in the
United States. As such, we cannot be inactive as Climate Change destroys the viability of our

biosphere for us and subsequent generations. Friends know that when our energies are
directed by the Spirit, and are an expression of our Testimonies, we can be a part of the life-
affirming response to the dangers of Climate Change. The April 2014 Minute of
Southeastern Yearly Meeting affirmed our commitment to take action to reduce the human-
made causes of Climate Change. To implement this minute the SEYM Earthcare Committee
proposes positive action by the establishment of the position of Field Secretary for
Earthcare. We recommend that the Earthcare Committee, with the help of SEYM’s
committees so led, seek an energized individual with the leading to serve as Field Secretary
for Earthcare, seasoned in Friends’ faith and practice. This person will be able to
communicate well with media, be able to bring forth the attributes and abilities of others,
and have the ability to encourage Friendly, spirit-led coordination for the caring of Earth. A
number of Quaker-based organizations have prepared technical and informational materials
on Climate Change. With this support, the Field Secretary can concentrate on coordination,
inspiration, and communication. We recognize that the Field Secretary will be working
under the guidance of the Spirit, energized by the person’s individual leadings. Duties,
responsibilities, and supervision will be provided by the Earthcare Committee, and
grounded in the loving interest and care of the Yearly Meeting.

The proposed financial plan and proposed duties for the Field Secretary position are in DIA. It was noted
that the committee “struggled to find a balance of accountability and the ability to follow leadings of the
Spirit.” A question was raised to clarify the $500 requested from SEYM. It was clarified that the $500 was
expected to be a one-time fiscal year start-up cost for the administration of the position. Gratitude was
expressed for the long and hard work of this committee and for bringing this proposal forward. Friends
were encouraged to bring questions to the Earthcare Committee prior to the second reading of the
minute at the third Plenary Session. A Friend shared the thoughts of Wendell Berry regarding living in
the present, not the future. If Friends considered the conditions of our present time, we may feel freed
up to act now rather than thinking these conditions will worsen in the future. Another Friend made a
comparison to John Woolman and the possibility of change.

Michael Wajda gave his last report to SEYM as FGC representative pending his retirement in July.

FGC Gathering this summer (Seventh Month 5-11) is relatively close to SEYM as it is in Cullowhee, NC
(near Asheville), so Friends were encouraged to attend. The theme is “Seeking Wholeness.” Michael
shared information about the FGC New Meeting Project. Nineteen new groups have started and
seventeen are close to starting since the inception of this project. Another FGC project is the Spiritual
Deepening Project - to “stoke the fire” - which grew out of the Traveling Ministries Program and hearing
expressions online and in Meetings of spiritual hunger throughout Monthly Meetings. Four topics of the
Spiritual Deepening Project are: Silence and Expectant Waiting; Light, Seed, and Christ Within; Friendly
Practices; Becoming Patterns and Examples. The processes of this project are in grounding, sharing, and
practicing. Ideally it will be piloted in six meetings (including Savannah) with a fuller implementation
based on the review of the experience.

Ellie Caldwell, clerk of the Committee for Ministry on Racism, brought forward the following proposed
minute for Friends’ consideration:

During 2015, Southeastern Yearly Meeting commits to read the pamphlet Living our
Testimony of Equality - a White Friend’s Experience by Patience A. Schenck.

Third Plenary Session - Sixth Day, Fourth Month, Day 3, 2015 * 10:00 a.m.

Friends gathered and settled into worshipful, attentive silence to begin the third plenary session.
Assistant clerk, read from Scripture: Romans 12:1-21

“I appeal to you therefore, brothers and sisters, by the mercies of God, to present your
bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship. Do
not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your minds, so that
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you may discern what is the will of God — what is good and acceptable and perfect. For by
the grace given to me I say to everyone among you not to think of yourself more highly than
you ought to think, but to think with sober judgment, each according to the measure of faith
that God has assigned. For as in one body we have many members, and not all the members
have the same function, so we, who are many, are one body in Christ, and individually we
are members one of another. We have gifts that differ according to the grace given to us:
prophecy, in proportion to faith; ministry, in ministering; the teacher, in teaching; the
exhorter, in exhortation; the giver, in generosity; the leader, in diligence; the compassionate,
in cheerfulness. Let love be genuine; hate what is evil, hold fast to what is good; love one
another with mutual affection; outdo one another in showing honor. Do not lag in zeal, be
ardent in spirit, serve the Lord. Rejoice in hope, be patient in suffering, persevere in prayer.
Contribute to the needs of the saints; extend hospitality to strangers. Bless those who
persecute you; bless and do not curse them. Rejoice with those who rejoice, weep with those
who weep. Live in harmony with one another; do not be haughty, but associate with the
lowly; do not claim to be wiser than you are. Do not repay anyone evil for evil, but take
thought for what is noble in the sight of all. If it is possible, so far as it depends on you, live
peaceably with all... Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good.”

Clerk welcomed Friends and visitors not previously introduced.

Ann Jerome, EC and IBM Meeting clerk, brought forward minutes from the Executive Committee
Meetings in the summer as EC, at Fall Interim Business Meeting, at Winter Interim Business Meeting, and

at YM EC Meeting session for the approval of the Yearly Meeting body.
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Summer Executive Committee Minutes:

14SECO1 - Executive Committee of SEYM of the Religious Society of Friends approves
the Secretary proceeding with the engagement of an additional host for the new website
under the guidance and approval of the Website Committee.

14SEC02 - Executive Committee of SEYM of the Religious Society of Friends approves
the Secretary to use a combination of a local design consultant ($30-$60/hour) and Amy
Carlie ($13/hour) to produce the new website. The Secretary will find a local consultant
for ongoing training and support who charges a lower hourly rate ($15-$30/hour). Since
final costs are unknown until the project is completed, the Secretary will proceed using
a budget based on a “not to exceed” number of $3000.00 with the knowledge that if
more funds were needed, the Secretary would bring it back to EC for further
consideration.

14SEC03 - Executive Committee of SEYM of the Religious Society of Friends approves
the SEYM sponsorship of Circus McGurkis for 2014 with the understanding that Circus
McGurkis will purchase an insurance policy naming SEYM as the principal insured.

14SEC04 - Executive Committee of SEYM of the Religious Society of Friends approves
the establishment of the position of an SEYM representative to Quaker House.
Nominating Committee is requested to discern and bring forward a nominee for this
position.

14SECO5 - Executive Committee of SEYM of the Religious Society of Friends approves
the nomination of Bill Carlie (Orlando MM) for a three-year term as SEYM Membership
Recorder in order that he may begin to serve in this position at the rise of Sixth Month
EC meeting. His term will end in 2017. Final approval will be at FIBM, Tenth Month,
2014.
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14SECO06 - Executive Committee of SEYM of the Religious Society of Friends appoints an
ad hoc committee to investigate possible staffing needs for the Youth Program. Cece
Yocum will convene this committee which will consist of Karen Putney and youth
committee representatives to be identified. The committee will report to EC at FIBM
2014 or WIBM 2015.

$8,000 for insurance. Trustees were charged to be innovative and dynamic and to see this as an opening
and opportunity. A Friend mentioned that Alaska is under the weight of a similar ecological concern and

Loving greetings from the 51* sessions of Southeastern Yearly Meeting (SEYM). 172 Friends, including
19 youth gathered at the Life Enrichment Center in Fruitland Park, Florida, from the first to the fifth day
of Fourth Month, 2015. The beautiful campus on the shores of Lake Griffin, under the shading canopy of
live oaks, Spanish moss, and palm trees, was an inspiration to our time together.

Old friendships were renewed and new friendships made. Our loving community was knit closer by
worshiping together, attending to our business, and expanding our horizons in many exceptional
workshops. Time to sit together and get to know one another in that which is eternal is a hallmark of
our Yearly Meeting sessions.

Over the past several years the youth of our Yearly Meeting have inspired us with their Spirit-led
activism. They have supported the Coalition of Immokalee Workers on the Fair Food Campaign, bringing
significant progress toward a living wage for agricultural workers in Florida. They’ve collaborated with
Earth Quaker Action Teams to pressure PNC Bank to cease investing in mountaintop removal mining.
Friends at these sessions rejoiced in the news that on March 2™, 2015, PNC Bank announced its
commitment to divest its holdings in mountaintop removal. Our youth’s faithful practice of nonviolent
protest has opened our minds and hearts to greater possibilities than we had imagined.

During these same years, the SEYM Committee on Earthcare has been helping the Yearly Meeting to
season a minute creating the position of Field Secretary for Earthcare for SEYM. Galvanized by the
example of our youth, we move forward from approving this minute with faithful expectation of way
opening for its staffing and ongoing funding.

SEYM representatives to Friends organizations reminded us of the Spirit-led social justice work being
done around the world and in our own Yearly Meeting. We continue to nurture ProNica and to support
the Havana (Cuba) Unprogrammed Worship Group with our loving care. We committed our prayerful
and financial support to the Friends New Underground Railroad project of Olympia Monthly Meeting of
North Pacific Yearly Meeting, providing safe passage to lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgendered, and queer
Ugandans. We minuted our intention for Yearly Meeting Friends to read and discuss the Pendle Hill
pamphlet by Patience Schenck, “Living Our Testimony of Equality: A White Friend’s Experience” during
the next year as an examination of our own privilege.

Our Walton Lecturer, Nancy Irving, reminded us of the centrality of community to our faith and practice.
Her workshops and lecture titled “Creating Space for Community: Both Inside and Out,” challenged us to
move beyond the societal notion of rugged individualism and practice commitment, willingness,
intentionality, and trust in opening the spaces essential to our deeper relationship with Spirit and one
another.

Our time together included a balance of laboring to seek clearness and connecting joyfully through
conversation, study, worship, and intergenerational play. We concluded our gathering with a sense of
what is possible when we remain faithful to the call of Spirit by following our leadings.

Teens’ Epistle

Dear Friends,

We are the Southeastern Yearly Meeting (SEYM) Teens. We have had a very eventful year working on
environmental issues with Earth Quaker Action Team (EQAT) and supporting the Coalition of Immokalee
Workers (CIW).

In April, we planned an action at the PNC Bank shareholders meeting. We worked with EQAT who is
trying to get PNC Bank to stop financing mountaintop removal coal mining. This practice is devastating
to the global climate as well as local communities in Appalachia. The shareholders meeting was ended in
14 minutes due to our action.

Over the summer, on our way up to the Friends General Conference (FGC) Gathering, we stopped at
Kayford Mountain to witness mountaintop removal coal mining first hand. Looking at pictures of
mountaintop removal is one thing but seeing the destruction first hand brought the issue alive for us
and made us even determined to stop this practice. At FGC we participated in a large action in
Pittsburgh that included actions at 6 different PNC Bank locations so it was a great success.

In September a few of us went to New York City for the People’s Climate March. It was really inspiring to
see 400,000 people marching together for a common cause. In November we had a training in Gainesville
with George Lakey and Ryan Leitner from EQAT to learn how to organize individual actions in our home
towns. In the past we have always worked a s group to organize actions so it was a new experience to
organize actions by ourselves. These actions were part of EQAT’s National Day of Action during their
Bank Like Appalachia Matters (BLAM!) campaign where many actions were organized in several states.
We were all able to take on new roles such as action lead which we had never done before. A few months
later, on March 2, 2015, PNC Bank changed their policy so that they are no longer financing mountaintop
removal coal mining! It is super exciting to see this success after a year of hard work on the issue.

We also participated int he Coalition of Immokalee Workers (CIW) Fair Food Parade and Concert. In the
past we have worked with the CIW so it was great to march in the parade.

At yearly meeting we had a lot of fun at the ropes course and the intergenerational dance. We also
enjoyed playing kickball with the juniors and elementary kids and playing bananagrams. We also had a
workshop with Karen Putney that introduced us to lobbying. We would definitely like to do some
lobbying in the coming year. We also presented to the SEYM Business Meeting in support of the Field
Secretary for Earthcare position brought forward by the Earthcare Committee. Next year we hope to
work with the new Field Secretary on environmental issues with a focus on water. We would also like to
do some lobbying in our local communities and possibly take a trip to lobby in Washington DC.

SEYM Total Cash Flow (excluding Trustees)

At the end of three-quarters of the Fiscal Year the total cash flow (not including unrealized capital gains)
of the Yearly Meeting excluding the Trustees accounts showed a net income of $2,160, resulting from
Total Income of $61,278 vs. Total Expenses of $59,118.

SEYM Budget vs. General Fund Cash Flow

At the end of Third Quarter, the Fiscal Year Budget of $68,026 approved for general operations ($51,020
for nine months) had a net income of $2,665, resulting from $44,266 General Fund income (65% of
Annual Budget) and $41,601 General Fund expenses (61%).

This interim picture may not be predictive of the year-end result because significant expenses (e.g.,
charitable donations) are budgeted during the fourth quarter of the fiscal year.

SEYM Budget Support Received (Apportionments & Contributions)

Through the end of Third Quarter, the annual Apportionment request (the Monthly Meetings and
Worship Groups support of SEYM) has received contributions that totaled $35,405 (60% of the $58,748
Annual Budget).

By the end of February, the nineteen Monthly Meetings and Worship Groups which were apportioned
specific requests to support the budget responded as follows: five have contributed their entire
requested amount, two have contributed at least three-quarters, six have contributed at least one-half,
and six requests (including two of the larger Monthly Meetings) have not yet contributed.

By the end of February, unrestricted contributions received from individuals (plus a very significant
contribution from a Worship Group that is not part of the Apportionment process) totaled $1,152 (52%
of the $2200 Annual Budget). In addition, $32 restricted to specific SEYM programs has been received.

SEYM Cash Flow Results for Programs

The Half Yearly Meeting annual accounts have been closed, with a net income of $126 to be transferred
by policy to the General Fund.

The Michener Lecture annual accounts have been closed, with a net income of $354 to be transferred by
policy to the Trustees to be invested in the Michener Lecture Endowment Fund that provides dividend
income (in 2015, 57% of total expenses) to support future Lectures.

The Publications Program during these nine months has had a net income of $1,231, excluding $353 of
unrealized capital gains.

The Programs for Youth during these nine months has had a net income of $640, resulting in a current
balance of $2,893 available for future programs.

Net Worth (including Trustees)

At the end of February 2015 the combined Yearly Meeting and its Trustees had Assets of $494,200 and
Liabilities of $1,801, yielding a combined Net Worth of $492,399, an increase of $15,708 (including
$11,797 in unrealized capital gains) since the beginning of the fiscal year.

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SEYM Peace & Social Concerns Committee meeting
at Leesburg, FL 4/02/2015

Present: Warren Hoskins (clerk of the committee), Vicki Carlie, Caroline Chen, Floyd Daniels, Al Geiger,
Elaine Martin, Betty Odom, Lucio Perez-Reynozo (AFSC), Karen Putney, Tim Ray, Cecilia Yocum, Eileen
Zingaro

We began at about 1:20 p.m. with silent worship. Warren then started, from the silence, welcoming
Friends to another meeting of our Peace and Social Concerns Committee in wartime, when our meetings
struggle along in a society in which increasingly all demands of the military are met, and there is
hostility towards anyone who might say no to war funds or to overseas military ventures, and when
individual Friends (though we are taxed for the military and overseas warfare) are finding it difficult to
track and understand what is happening in Ukraine, in Syria, and in Iraq, and where the Saudi bombing
of Yemen seemed to catch all by surprise. Increasingly, also, human needs are going unmet in our
country. (We did even not speak of the huge concerns for the negotiations with Iran preoccupying many
Friends, nor of the ongoing wars in Iraq or Afghanistan.)

We then proposed Agenda items and trusted Warren to order them and track the time. During this time,
Tim shared about Jimmy Carter speaking in Gainesville recently, and in his talk making clear how
important it is to address the stigma associated with mental illness.

We then made introductions around the circle. (There were no handouts nor whiteboard writings for this
committee meeting.) Here are Warren’s brief notes about the agenda items agreed to and discussed, with
the starting time noted in brackets. [Additional information added later is also in brackets.]

A. [1:38] FCNL - Karen Putney made a short presentation, informing us of newest young adult
lobbying program and concern of youth over climate change, which FCNL is assisting them to address.
Karen will have a full FCNL workshop Saturday afternoon to which we are all invited.

B. [1:45] Friends Peace Teams - Cece gave a quick overview and introduction, and spoke to the
work of Friends Peace Teams in the different areas of the world. FPT is in many countries on most
continents, despite small numbers. Cece said she does need tech support for her work, that setting up
Skype conferences is difficult for her, and she needs other help with technology.

C. [1:56] AFSC - Lucio spoke about his program in Miami, for whom human migration issues are
most important. He goes to court with some people seeking asylum and the office works with the Dream
Defenders youth. Support for the American immigration policy called DACA [Deferred Action for
Childhood Arrivals] is important to the office and its volunteers and staff. It was news to us that
immigration jails have quotas and must have bodies sent in to justify budgets, even existence.

D. [2:05] Palm Beach Meeting Peace & Social Concerns Committee - Caroline informed us they are
reconstituted and getting active again. They are looking at the new director of the State of Florida
prisons [Julie Jones is the new Secretary of the Florida Department of Corrections, appointed last year by
Gov. Rick Scott in the face of accusations of inmate abuse, deaths and cover-ups by officers and staff].
Palm Beach Friends want to encourage a system of “civilian oversight.”

E. [2:08] Quaker House - Elaine is the SEYM representative to Quaker House and has been in close
touch. Her report is in the Documents in Advance for Yearly Meeting. Discussion of Quaker House work
to get local communities to take up the vital concern for addressing “Moral Injury” then ensued. [Moral
Injury is explained in Wikipedia at length with cites, at http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Moral_injury - Moral
Injury is suffered by being present in warfare for immoral acts which one cannot stop,
essentially.] Eileen had attended a workshop on this the previous eve [4/1/15], and Karen had been part
of bringing the Quaker House program to Tampa and introducing it (and Quaker House staff) to many
local clergy.

F. Elaine continued on with sharing, reading us the introduction from a brochure from Veterans for
Peace. This seems very close to Quakers in spirit and the Jacksonville chapter which is new wants to
connect with and learn from Friends. We discussed asking each monthly meeting to reach out for local
Veterans for Peace and build connections. Elaine is working on starting up a new Jacksonville AVP
(Alternatives to Violence Project) in conjunction with the Veterans for Peace chapter.
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G. [2:22] Elaine has identified community organizations around the state [DART and PICO
organizations which are non profit, congregation based community justice ministries, mainly] that are
coalitions of faith-based organizations or are working from a faith perspective to address social justice
issues. In Jacksonville main issues are juvenile justice and homelessness. In other communities there
may be another focus. She has pages of information which she could share.

We were not able to take up the writing of minutes for SEYM. We will seek a special separate short
meeting for that purpose, to draft and submit some short minutes.

We prepared for closing with a brief description from Cece of her new workshop (which could be a 6-day
program) on animating for social change. How can one make a presentation that fully engages the people
present in vital work on important issues?

Karen then shared with us word she had just gleaned from an FCNL e-mail that Iran and the US had
arrived at a framework agreement for a nuclear accord and are on a path toward resolving worrisome
nuclear issues.

We closed with this joyful news in silent worship, ending at 2:30 p.m.

Report on the 2015 Gathering of the Historic Peace Churches

(“HPC” - Quakers, Mennonites and members of the Church of the Brethren) in Florida, from Warren
Hoskins, SEYM Representative to the Historic Peace Churches in Florida, to be submitted at SEYM
4/04/2015

I attended the 6™ annual Gathering of the Historic Peace Churches in Florida on Saturday, January 31,
2015, at Bay Shore Mennonite Church in Sarasota. I am a member of the Peace Coordinating Committee
of the Historic Peace Churches in Florida, and for the past year we have had the leadership of a new
volunteer facilitator, Tom Guelcher, and continued leadership and support from Phil Lersch, founding
director and facilitator .

This year's program provided greater varieties of experiences and much new information while building
a better sense of community for the participants, in my opinion. I feel the resource people are rich in
their understanding and insights and communicate well, and that we left wanting to keep in touch with
the organizations we were introduced to, and wanting to share resources with our respective religious
bodies.

Tom Guelcher’s report follows:

The 6th annual “Gathering” of the Historic Peace Churches in Florida was held Saturday, January
31, 2015 at Bay Shore Mennonite Church in Sarasota. Organized by the Peace Coordinating
Committee of the Historic Peace Churches, the day-long conference featured speakers who
pursued their passion for peace in various ways.

The opening session featured retired sociology professor and outgoing clerk of the Fort Myers
Meeting, Nancy Howell, and retired attorney Judy Alves, both of Fort Myers. They explained that
when they had become aware of aggressive military recruiting going on in Lee County high
schools, while the war raged in Iraq, they decided they could do something about it. Under the
banner Wage Peace Campaign they began a four year effort which culminated in the county
school board establishing a fair and uniform system of military recruiting in the schools that
protected student and parental rights.

Danielle Flood, Director of Communications for ECHO (Educational Concerns for Hunger
Organization) gave a power point presentation on the work of the North Fort Myers based
Christian organization. ECHO equips people with agricultural resources and skills to reduce
hunger and improve the lives of the poor in more than 165 countries. ECHO intern and 2013
Colorado University graduate, Steven Kluck shared how his work at ECHO is a progression of
God’s call to help those in need. Both encouraged Gathering attendees to tour the ECHO Global
Farm and Tropical Fruit Nursery in Forth Fort Myers. Further information is available on line at

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Historic Peace Churches continued. ..

Inspired by Howard Zinn’s book “A People’s History of American Empire,” Sarasota video
production teacher Bob Gray used his spare time over a six year period to produce his 2014
documentary “Making A Killing: From Crony Capitalism to Corporate Plutocracy.” Shown at the
Gathering the film traces the history of America’s use of military and espionage forces to further
enrich U.S. corporate interests. Most telling was the writings and speeches of former Marine
Corps Major General Smedley Butler who confessed he was nothing more than “a high class
muscleman for big business, for Wall Street and the bankers.” Looking back over his 33 year
military career of projecting American military might in several incursions and occupations
Butler expressed his realization that he had been “a gangster for capitalism.”

The conference concluded with a Historic Peace Churches panel presentation about peace
concerns and individual involvement. The panel was comprised of Jerry Eller, Church of the
Brethren Atlantic Southeast District Action Peace Team member; Alma Ovalle, Southeast
Mennonite Conference Mennonite Women board member and Annual Conference Youth
Coordinator; and Warren Hoskins, clerk of the Miami Friends Meeting Peace and Social Concerns
Committee and clerk of the Southeastern Yearly Meeting Peace and Social Concerns Committee.
All three spoke passionately about their concerns and actions to promote peace. It was an
uplifting end to the day.

Nearly sixty Brethren, Mennonites, Quakers and others were in attendance. Literature was
provided by the COB Action For Peace Team, Quakers, ECHO and Wage Peace. Lunch was
provided by Miller’s Dutch Kitchen.

The Peace Coordinating Committee of the Historic Peace Churches in Florida formed as a result
of a meeting of interested parties in January 2010 at Camp Ithiel. By means of education,
advocacy and cooperation it seeks to motivate individuals to support policies and embrace
behaviors which will lead to a more peaceful world. Our efforts aim to reawaken the deep
connection of unity within the human family and the recognition that humanity’s true interests
lie in communities of fellowship and harmony. The foundation of our work rests upon God’s love
and the path of peace upon which Jesus walked.
